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WINTER REMINDERS - SNOW ACCUMULATION AROUND FIRE HYDRANTS:

New Jersey law requires the owner of a property which abuts a fire hydrant to remove any
snow which may accumulate within 24 hours of the snow coverage. Failure to remove the
snow may result in a bill for snow removal service in an amount not to exceed $75.00. Please
note that the owner or tenant of a property bordering a sidewalk is responsible for the
removal of all ice and snow within twelve (12} hours after it has accumulated.

DISPOSAL OF CHRISTMAS TREES: Please place discarded Christmas trees at the curb for
collection during the month of January.

FREE RABIES CLINIC: The Freehold Borough Health Dept. will host a free Rabies Clinic
on Saturday, January 22, 2022 from 1:00 — 3:00 p.m. at the fire house located at 49 West
Main Street. Animals must be at least 3 months old. Dogs must be leashed, and cats must
3 be in carriers. For the safety of the public and veterinary staff, masks
are required! The date for the clinic may change or be cancelled due to
COVID concerns and we will do our best to keep the community updated.

PET LICENSE RENEWALS: Pet licenses must be renewed by February 28th in order to
avoid a late fee. Proof of rabies vaccinations valid through February 28th is required in
order to obtain a pet license. The fee for neutered dogs is $11.20 per year, and $14.20 per
year if the dog is not neutered. The fee for a cat license is $10.00 a year.

CURBSIDE BRUSH COLLECTION will take place in the Borough during the months of
April, July and October. The DPW site at 161 Center St. is open for brush collection on the
first Saturday of the month from 7:00 a.m.- noon.
